Sessions will be held at the Belk Turf Field Hockey Facility and
adjacent grass fields at Davidson College. Stadium seating is
available for spectators.

Breakfast, lunch and dinner will be available at Davidson
College’s dining facility.

Counselors
Camp counselors will be selected by administration. Wildcat
Field Hockey Camp will provide the most responsible coaching
staff, consisting of some of the most elite players and coaches
from around the country. Counselors will reside in the dormito-
ry and are responsible for constant supervision of the campers.
